He performed land clearing, renovations, and
cemetery upkeep at Thompson Cemetery. He was a master at carpentry,
plumbing, electrical work, and virtually anything else, except two things- he did



not like to paint or do automotive work.

We are so grateful for our neighbor,
Donna, who was literally an angel to our family, and the compassion she
repeatedly demonstrated.

He began his career with the Jerry Cox Company. He later moved to another
division, Burroughs and Collins. They later renamed and he reared from
Burroughs and Chapin with a total of 44 years of service from 1954-1998. He
received the Founders Award from BandC in 1996. He then started a
retirement job with the South Carolina Department of Natural Resources from
1998-2007.

He was an accomplished hunter, especially for deer. His trophy buck from
1993 scored 148 7/8 and is still the 246th biggest in the entire state, and he is
tied for the 2nd largest in Horry County. He was there for several "firsts" with
his grandsons.

Survivors include his loving and devoted wife of 57 years, Minnie Bell Long;
his children, Yvonne Long Locklear and husband James of Laurel Hill, NC and
Dale Long and wife Sharon of Conway; his grandchildren, Chris Locklear,
Matthew Locklear, Wesley Locklear, Ben Long, Grayson Long, and Luke
Long; and his great grandchildren, Kyle Locklear and Alex Locklear.
