ST In February of 1978 I was introduced to Ms. Lib. My courthouse
boss, Kenny Anderson, gave me the grand tour of the Courthouse.
Billie Richardson in the Clerk of Court's Office, Bob Grissom in the
Treasurer's Office, ML Brown in the Sheriff's Office, Jack Gerrald in
the Auditor's Office. Upstairs there was Judge OA Rankin with his
right hand, Gail. Family Court found Judge Winston Vaught with his
right hand Wanda. 
 
Then Probate Court. Judge Floyd, Associate Judge Carolyn Wright
(later elected Probate Judge herself), Ms. Lib, Sue Chestnut Wilson
and June Barfield. Judge Floyd was very clear about his office. He
was responsible for the records in that office. They were pristine.
The reason EVERYTHING was there and always returned to its
proper place? The staff that worked with Judge Floyd! And the first
person you saw when you entered the Probate Court Office was Lib
James. She sat directly in front of you when you opened the door
from the hall. You knew that you were in a special place, a special
research space. The vault where the records were kept had file
cabinets stacked up the walls in small boxes that required a long
pole and a great balancing act to retrieve. The file cabinets, all with
five drawers each. Because the Estate numbers matched the file
cabinets. Cabinet ___; Drawer___; then Estate Package Number
_____. And Ms. Lib made sure that the office and the files stayed
organized. 
 
When I met her in 1978 she was already suffering from poor health.
But she kept on going. She was the type of county employee who
considered it a honor to serve her two judges. When both Sue and
June moved on to other opportunities, Ms. Lib trained new staff,
making sure they too understood the importance of record keeping,
with order and neatness. She strove for perfection, and it showed in
how she handled herself and set an example for others. 
 
Both Ms. Lib and Mr. Harry had a great balancing act going for
years. As their health declined, I have always been amazed at how
family was able to make them both comfortable in their home. Being
