Dr. Joseph H. Russ, 85, widower of Mrs. Ollie Edge Russ, passed away
Monday, August 17, 2015 at Kingston Nursing Center. 

 

Born June 26, 1930 in Hallsboro, NC, Dr. Russ was the son of the late Oscar
and Eula Russ. He graduated from Hallsboro High School and received a
Business Degree from Palmer College in Charleston, SC. He also received a
B. A. in Theology from Southeastern Theological Seminary in Wake Forest,
NC and a Doctorate in Divinity from International Seminary in Plymouth, FL.
Dr. Russ worked as the Shipping Manager for Aberdeen Manufacturing in
Conway and also served as pastor and interim pastor at numerous churches
in NC and SC. He was a member of the Civitan Club and served on the
Pastoral Board of Directors at Campbell University. He was a member of
North Conway Baptist Church. Mr. Russ served aboard the USS New Jersey
and the USS Iowa during the Korean War. In addition to his wife, Mr. Russ
was predeceased by his brother, Herbert Russ.
