Loris… Mrs. Miriam Ezell Mauro passed away at her home in Loris, SC on
Monday, September 7th, 2009 after a long illness. She was born on August
27, 1919 to Mr. and Mrs. John Furman Ezell of Chesnee, SC and was a
graduate of Winthrop College. 

Mrs. Mauro was married to the late Nicholas R. Mauro, formerly of
Connecticut, and for many years a resident of Loris. She was the owner of
Mauro Reality in Loris, and was the owner of Bethany Realty Company in
Bethany, Ct. for 27 years. She was active in the Connecticut Women’s Council
of Realtors and served as President of the Council for 2 years and as State
Governor of the Council for 2 years. Mrs. Mauro was an original founder of
Woodbridge Bank and Trust Company. She also served on the Board of
Directors as Treasurer of the bank. She was the first woman in the state of
Connecticut to serve on the board of directors of a bank. 

 

She helped start three
churches, and taught Sunday School Classes for all ages for almost fifteen
years. Mrs. Mauro was a member of Wayside Baptist Church in Loris.
