Mr. Ned H. Thompkins, age 76, passed away on Monday, January 15, 2024
surrounded by his family. 

 Born September 17, 1947, in Conway, he was the son of the late William 
Eddie and Elsie Brown Thompkins. Mr. Thompkins was a 1968 graduate of
Conway High School. He served as a Sergeant in the US Army during the
Vietnam War. He received four citations for bravery and was a purple heart
recipient. 

 

Mr. Thompkins was an infantry ambusher of the 1st Infantry Division, officially
nicknamed the "Big Red One". 

 

He was a member of the Chicora Indian Nation and the Sons of Confederacy.
Mr. Thompkins retired from the Daniel Floyd Company as a pipe welder. 

 

Along with his parents, Mr. Thompkins was predeceased by a brother, Don
Marshall Thompkins. 

 

Surviving are his brother, Vernon Thompkins and wife, Angela; two nieces,
Caroline Thompkins and Harra Jo (Richard) and their children, Isabell and
Adrianna; two nephews, Monroe Thompkins and Michael Thompkins; and a



sister in law, Vroni Thompkins.
