LORIS…Mrs. Ovaline F. Barberousse, age 84, of Thomas Street passed away
Saturday, December 9, 2006 at her residence following an illness. 

 Mrs. Barberousse was born August 25, 1922 in Fair Bluff, NC a daughter of
the late Curtis Fairfax and the late Ruth Floyd Fairfax. She graduated from
Baker Sanitarium in Lumberton in 1943 and then worked at Duke University.
Eventually, Mrs. Barberousse went to work at the Whiteville Hospital before
moving to the James Walker Hospital in Wilmington in 1944. She began
working at Loris Community Hospital in 1957. After one year, she became
Director of Nursing and spent the next sixteen years in that position. Mrs.
Barberousse then became Director of Nursing at the Loris Extended Care
Facility and held that position until she retired in 1990. She was a member of
the First Presbyterian Church of Loris as well as a member of the Horry
County Nursing Association, the South Carolina Nursing Association, and the
American Nursing Association. Mrs. Barberousse was also associated with
the American Red Cross.
